1. Christ has commanded us to love. “Love the Lord your God and love your neighbor as yourself”, Matthew 22:37.

C. 

1.   How does Webster’s Dictionary define love?  How do we use the word love in our                    culture? (I love the movie, song, hair etc)

      The Greeks used three different words to describe Love because they expressed the different levels of love. Agape love is the ultimate form of love and only God is capable of giving it.

a. Eros is the physical and sexual attraction shared between a man and woman/husband and wife.

b. Philos is the love shared between family and friends.

c. Agape is Gods unconditional love. His love for us comes with ‘no strings attached’ (can any other love claim this?).

2. Show examples of God’s agape love from the bible.

3. How have you felt God’s love for you?? How do you show God’s love in what you do? How do you see His love at work in others?

4. Has love for another person ever failed you? How did that affect you? How did God’s love help you?

5. No matter what we may have done, it is important to remember that God will never love us any more or any less than He does right now.

6. Christ died for my sins so that I might have a place with Him in heaven.

1. John 3:16 is often called ‘the bible in a nutshell’. 

2. I Corinthians define love best of all. Try replacing the word love each time with a parent or best friends name (mom is not jealous, conceited or proud). Does it work? Now replace the word love with Jesus (Jesus is not jealous, conceited or proud) this example works because Jesus is love.

E.
